remaining viruses. Below are disinfection recommendations necessary for inactivating 
viruses on the surfaces of tools, benches, pots, etc. 

Heat inactivation 
-400 F oven for 2 hours - for pots and metal tools 
 
Chemical inactivation 
- 10% bleach solution (10 parts bleach and 90 parts water) 
- 2% sodium hydroxide (lye) available from online stores 
- concentrated trisodium phosphate (TSP) available from hardware stores. Slowly 
dissolve TSP crystals in water until no more crystals will dissolve. 
 
Wash away as much debris from surfaces as possible prior to disinfection with one of 
the solutions above. 
 
Soak tools in solution at least 1 minute. 
 
Soak pots in solution 30 minutes to 1 hour. 
 
Spray solution on benchtops and other surfaces until dripping. 
 

Change solution if it becomes discolored. Too much debris will limit its effectiveness. 
These solutions can be toxic to plants and corrosive to metal, so rinse items with water 
after disinfecting.
